We will discuss the relation between distality and the behaviour
of the orbits, and present a characterisation of distal automorphisms in
terms of their contraction groups. The second part of the talk will be on
the dynamics of billiards, an illumination problem and related work of
Maryam Mirzakhani on translation surfaces.
